· DAISY (Digital Accessible Information System) audiobooks are human narrated audiobooks recorded on CD. They follow an international standard.
· Braille is a tactile reading system using a combination of 6 raised dots to represent letters, letter-combinations, numbers, punctuation and other symbols.

· Printbraille books are children’s picture books with transparent braille overlays 
· Electronic text are files that can be “read” by adaptive technology, transformed into braille, enlarged on a computer screen, rendered in synthetic speech, and integrated with human narration for audiobooks 
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
